Round the Bay

Maybe you should get a canteen?

The World Wide Web (www dot whatever) is truly
an amazing thing. The other day | was reading an
article on pesticides in U.S. river basins at the
World Wildlife Fund websitéwww.worldwildlife.org),

and that article referenced another article, and pretty
soon | was reading about the bottled water industry.

| had no idea. Just look at all this "gee whiz" stuff:
Bottled water is now a $100 Billion-with-a-'B' a
year industry. $22 billion of that is spent just in the
U.S.A. There is an International Bottled Water
Association (IBWA)www.bottledwater.org Yes,
they have lobbyists. In 2004, worldwide bottled
water consumption was over 160 billion quarts. It
is the fastest growing beverage industry in the
world.

Depending on your brand preference, bottled water
costs from 100 times to 1000 times the cost of tap
water. It costs more than gasoline. Coke and Pepsi
both sell bottled water. EPA standards for tap water
are higher than FDA standards for bottled water.
Drinking distilled water will drain your body of
essential minerals.

Most bottled water containers are made from PET
(polyethylene terephthalate) plastic. 2.7 millions
tons of plastic are used to bottle water every year.
That's 1.5 million barrels of oil. Enough to fuel
100,000 cars for a year. Massive quantities of fossil
fuels are burned just to transport water from bottler
to consumer. In 2004 alone, a Helsinki company
shipped 1.4 million bottles of Finnish tap water
2,700 miles to Saudi Arabia. Some Americans
import water shipped some 5,600 miles from Fiji.

In the U.S. 86% of the used plastic bottles wind up
as garbage or litter. 1 was in Boston a few months
ago. Nearly everyone | saw on the streets, locals
and tourists alike, was carrying a bottle of water.
Some in clever satchels with a shoulder strap or
clipped on the belt. Think of that. A whole new
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industry comes into being, just to tote that water
around. "Evian" spelled backwards is "naive". One
definition of "naive" is "gullible".

Driving and boating around the watershed | notice
more and more roadside and waterside trash is the
ubiquitous plastic bottle. If your tap water doesn't
taste so good, you could get a filter pretty cheap.
When | was a boy scout, | always carried a canteen
on hikes and camp outs. It was made of metal and
you could use it over and over again. In fact, | don't
think | ever wore my canteen out or had to replace
it. Wonder if it's still around here anywhere?

Anyway...see you around the bay. Butch

Water Festival

As
they have for
the last two
events,
members of
WBWW
worked to
remind fourth
grade students and teachers from many area schools
of that fact at the Third Annual Baldwin County
Water Festival held at the Daphne United Methodist
Church on March 13 and 14, 2006. Approximately
720 students and teachers examined the structure of
aquifers, the pollution contained in stormwater
runoff and the behavior of pollutants in water. All
the events at Water Festival are designed to instill a
general environmental awareness and stewardship
ethic in students and to educate them and their
families about aspects of ground and surface waters
and other related natural resources. Also, additional
information and activities are provided to teachers
to adapt and use in their classrooms.

Students from eleven schools including J.L.
Newton, Daphne Elementary South, Daphne
Elementary East, Rosinton School, Robertsdale
Elementary, Bay Minette Intermediate, Loxley
Elementary, Christ the King, Bayside Academy,
School of Arts and Sciences, Chi Alpha Academy
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and Central Baldwin Christian School engaged in
three dynamic, hands-on experiments. One activity
included learning about underground drinking water
supplies by building and eating an edible aquifer.
Students made a model watershed and used
different colored powdered drink mixes to represent
pollutants and bacteria that wash from roads, lawns,
construction sites, agricultural fields and other
places each time it rains. Also, the behavior of
different types of pollutants in water was
demonstrated to the fourth graders in the filtration
experiment.

The Baldwin County Water Festival charges no fee
to schools or students. The costs of transportation,
bus drivers and substitute teachers are provided to
make it easier for the schools to attend. Every
student, teacher and volunteer received a Water
Festival t-shirt designed by Katie Jones of Ms.
Chrissey Thompson’s class at the Academy of Arts
and Sciences in Gulf Shores. Each year, a contest
among participating schools determines the emblem
for that year’s event. As they have for the past two
years, The Fishin’ Magiciansof Nixa, Missouri
wowed students and teachers alike with their
environmental and conservation oriented magic
show.

The people that make Water Festival work are the
dedicated volunteers and the members of the
Steering Committee. Volunteers were comprised of
concerned citizens who want to see young students
get a well organized and effective educational
experience. Also, they performed all instruction,
cleanup, bus parking and supply distribution tasks.
Community volunteers back the Baldwin County
Water Festival with their skills, time and elbow
grease. The overwhelming support of Water
Festival by students, teachers and the groups
represented on the Steering Committee could not

make the event as successful as it is without
sponsorships and donations from local businesses,
utilities, area cities, environmental groups and

granting organizations. Sponsorship dollars are
used to purchase the materials, provide
transportation, support volunteers and get the things
that Water Festival needs to complete its mission.
In addition, many groups that provided sponsorship
also provided volunteers to Water Festival. The

community spirit of staff and congregation of the

Daphne United Methodist Church should be

commended.

Work has already begun on the 2007 Baldwin
Count Water Festival. The Steering Committee
invites interested sponsors and volunteers to get
involved early. Support is needed now. Please

It Takes a Little Team Work

For the first time in recent memory, Wolf Bay will
be receiving a “thorough” cleaning of submerged
“wet debris” following this year's busy storm

season. Notablyeamworkwas the key in getting it
accomplished.

In mid-December, in a meeting with the Baldwin
County Legislative Delegation, Wolf Bay
Watershed members Ann Crawford and Stan
Mahoney requested assistance in cleaning-up the
bay. Although many volunteer hours had been
spent in the yearly Coastal Clean-Up efforts, much
of the storm debris (pilings, stumps, trees, wrecks,
pier remains, and appliances) was beyond their
capability to remove and had accumulated since
hurricane Frederick. At that time, Senator Bradly
Byrne and Steve McMillan indicated that they
would try to help as funding might be available.

As a result of our legislators’ efforts, the Wolf Bay
Watershed Watch was put in touch with Mr. Phillip
Hinesley and Terry Boyd of the Alabama
Department of Conservation and Natural Resources
in hopes of obtaining the funding for this project.
Amazingly, in just a few weeks, Watershed
members were notified that Volkert and Associates
of Foley had been awarded the contract. As of 23
February, a side-scan sonar search of Wolf Bay had
been completed with the clean-up to begin before
the end of March. As noted by Mitchell Kidd,
construction Project Manager with Volkert and
Associates, the Clean-up effort along the shoreline
will strictly be limited to the mean high tide line.

Ann Crawford, President of the Wolf Bay
Watershed and resident of Hammock Creek, was
particularly pleased not only with the outcome, but
also the team effort in accomplishing a goal. “ We
couldn’t have done this without a lot of help from
our elected officials and some great people with the
Alabama Department of Conservation and Natural
Resources.” “We are also pleased to be working
with Volkert and Associates in this vital effort and
look forward to future endeavors”.

Wolf Bay Kiosk for Elberta Park

In summer of 2003, Wolf Bay Watershed Watch
applied for a grant through Baldwin County Coastal
Impact Assistance Program. From this grant, three
informational kiosks were constructed by the county
and erected on three water front sites in south
Baldwin County. These kiosks exhibit information
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on habitat conservation, restoration and

education for the interested public. One kiosk was
placed at the dock of Corporate Sponsor Wolf Bay
Lodge and stands there today. Hurricane Ivan blew
away the one at Pirate's Cove marina and the third
was placed at what was Shiver's Marina on Wolf
Creek at C.R. 20. This kiosk was removed from

Shiver's because of the sale of that property.

Bob Simpson of WBWW then applied to the town
of Elberta for placement of this kiosk in their

downtown park for general viewing. The town

council very graciously agreed to have the kiosk
placed near their kid's park and WBWW would like
to thank the town council, the Fire Department and
town employees for erecting and displaying this
informational kiosk in their park.
